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Uvod

S platnosti od 1. zafi 2013 jsou Ministerstvem Skolstvi, mladeZze a télovychovy
(MSMT) do Rédmcového vzdélavaciho programu pro zakladni vzdélavani (RVP ZV) zafazeny
jako priloha Standardy pro zakladni vzdé&lavéani (Standardy) pro vzdélavaci obory Cesky jazyk
a literatura, Cizi jazyk a Matematika a jeji aplikace. Standardy jsou tvoreny indikatory
a ilustrativnimi ulohami, indikatory konkretizuji o¢ekavané vystupy RVP ZV a stanovuji pro
né uroven obtiznosti. Jejich cilem je napomoci pedagoglim, rodi¢im i Zakiim pti napliovani
vzdélavacich cilli stanovenych v RVP ZV a maji zasadni vyznam pro ovérovani vysledk( zaka.



1 Nastaveni tFi Urovni obtiznosti ilustrativnich uloh

Nastaveni tfi Urovni uloh (minimalni, optimalni a excelentni) pro vzdélavaci obor Cizi
jazyk vychazi z referenénich urovni uvedenych ve Spoleéném evropském referenénim
ramci. Jednotlivé Urovné jsou v rdmci fazeny podle rozsitujicich se znalosti a dovednosti.

Pro nastaveni minimalni drovné u prvniho ciziho jazyka byla zvolena uroven Al
(prvni stupen) a uroven A2 (druhy stupen). V pripadé Dalsiho ciziho jazyka byla zvolena
Uroven Al, excelentni droven Uloh sméfuje k dosazeni Urovné A2.

Vzhledem ke skutecnosti, Ze se ve Skoldch ve vétsiné pripad( vyucuje jako prvni cizi
jazyk anglicky jazyk, jsou pro tento jazyk zpracovany metodické komentare a ilustrativni
ulohy na urovni Al (5. rocnik) a A2 (9. roc¢nik). V materidlu pro anglicky jazyk jsou
zpracovany prilohy a doplnujici texty (priklady vhodné Upravy uloh pro Zaky se specifickymi
poruchami uceni, zakovska fesSeni vybranych uUloh a dalsi). Tyto texty zpracované pro
anglicky jazyk lze vsak pouZit jako inspiraci pro prdci s ulohami ve francouzském a
némeckém jazyce. Pro tyto jazyky je za stéZejni povazovdna €ast Dalsi cizi jazyk, kde jsou
metodické komentare a ilustrativni Ulohy zpracovany na Urovni Al pro Dalsi cizi jazyk a pro
prvni cizi jazyk (5. ro¢nik). Pro aroven A2 (9. rocnik) jsou zde zpracovany nékteré vybrané
indikatory.!

Velmi ¢asto ovéfuji znalosti, motivuji k uc¢eni nebo
jsou nastrojem ziskani pozornosti. Ve vyuce cizich jazyk( je také otdzka prostfedkem, ktery
rozviji kompetenci komunikovat v konkrétnim jazyce. Proto je dllezité, aby zaci méli nejlépe
v kazdé hodiné pfileZitost ucitelovy otdzky slySet a dle moznosti na né mohli reagovat.

Uloha na minimalni Urovni obsahuje 9 zjistovacich nebo doplfiovacich otazek, jejich obsah
se tyka nejbéznéjsich osobnich informaci (otazky ¢. 1-2 a 5-8) nebo jinych elementarnich
udaji (otdzky ¢. 3—4 a otazka 9). Ukolem Zaka je vybrat z nabidky t¥i moznosti spravnou
odpovéd. Vybrané otazky predstavuji minimalni naroky z hlediska znalosti slovni zasoby a
gramatiky. Predpokldda se také, ze zdk mél v hodinach angli¢tiny opakovanou moznost
vSechny uvedené otdzky slySet, a tim si je pripadné osvojit jako celé fraze.

Uloha na excelentni Grovni se skladd z nékolika fazi a predpokladem jejiho splnéni je
porozuméni anglickému zadani (coZ je mj. nutnost pro splnéni vSech uUloh na excelentni
drovni). Zak nejprve Fedi téméF stejnou Ulohu jako 7ak na optimalni Grovni, jeji vyssi
obtiznost je uréena tim, Ze spojovani otdzek a odpovédi je méné mechanické (dvé odpovédi
se nevztahuji k Zaddné otdzce).

Animal welfare is an aspect every society calling itself civilized should make a part of the law to
prevent cruelty to them. Unfortunately, a number of reported cases of badly treated animals
make us believe that too little is being done. Here are some alarming facts.

Each year thousands of healthy Greyhounds are put down because they have lost their racing
gualities and can’t win any more. Adopting such a Greyhound is a possible way to prevent its
early death. If you are interested in helping them, read www.adopt-a-greyhound.org/.

Some animals of the wild face an uncertain future, too. Scientists believe, for example, that
the grizzly in the Canadian Rockies will hardly survive 21*" century. The killing of vegetation
that makes the grizzly’s favourite food and road accidents mean that most of them die before
they are six, which is the age when they start to breed.

It’s true that animals kept in captivity live longer than animals in their natural environment.

Rozvoj socialnich vztahtli u Zaka se SVP

Reedukaci ,deficitnich funkci” Ize ale chapat pouze jako jednu ¢ast intervence, ktera
sama o sobé nepostacuje. V prlbéhu vyuky je Zadouci orientovat Zaka se SPU na rozvoj
socidlnich vztaht s vrstevniky i s dospélymi. V disledku hendikepu jsou totiz ¢asto u Zaka
naruseny socialni vztahy, které mozna castéji nez samotnd porucha brani Zakovi v zaziti
radosti ze Skolniho Uspéchu. Osvédcenymi praktikami, jak pracovat v této oblasti se zdkem,
jsou ze strany ucitele vSechny postupy, pti kterych je rozvijen jazyk. Jedna se o hlasité
pfemysleni, diskuze se zaky, kladeni otdzek, poskytovani zpétné vazby.

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Zaci se SPU a vyuka anglického jazyka

Znalost cizich jazykd se stava naléhavou potrebou takika pro celou spole¢nost. Proto
je vyuka cizich jazyk( jednou z priorit vzdélavani. V soucasné dobé je vyuka cizich jazykl
v zakladnim vzdélavani povinna od tretiho ro¢niku, a tim se dotykd zaka se SPU.

Specifické poruchy uceni ovliviuji nejen dovednosti v oblasti cteni a psani
v materském jazyce zaka (viz vyse), ale promitaji se i do osvojovani si ciziho jazyka. Tito Z4ci
proto potrebuji vétsi podporu k dosazeni prislusné jazykové urovné. Ucitelé pracujici v cizim
jazyce stémito zadky musi vyuzivat vhodné vyukové techniky a metody. Vhodné zvolené
metody mohou zefektivnit proces uéeni se cizimu jazyku.

Pfi vyuce Zakl se SPU je nutné zdlraznit cil vyuky cizich jazyk( v zakladnim
vzdélavani, coZ je rozvoj jazykovych dovednosti zZaka (Eteni s porozuménim, psani, mluveni a
poslech s porozuménim). Zakladnim cilem pfi pocatecnim osvojovani si cizich jazykd je
schopnost Ucastnit se cizojazyéné komunikace, s pfedpokladem chybovosti.

V anglickém jazyce se pouziva nékolik typové stejnych otdazek: O Cem text
pojedndva?

V pocatecni vyuce ciziho jazyka je mozné kontrolu ¢teni provadét i v materském
jazyce. Tento zpUsob aktivniho ¢teni plsobi u zakl se SPU komplexné, protoZe rozviji nékolik
dovednosti najednou a pfirozenou cestou. Vede k procvicovani paméti, vyslovnosti, uci zZaky
koncentraci na urcitou ¢innost, zlepSuje plynulost a presnost cetby. Dllezité je, Ze pomoci
pfipravné faze dokazou Z4ci zvlddnout azZ tfetinu textu.

Psani

Psany text vanglickém jazyce ma mnoho odliSnosti od mluveného projevu, a to
predevsim v grafické podobé slova. Chyby v gramatice, jak uz bylo zminéno vyse, se na dané
jazykové urovni Al predpokladaji. U zakd se SPU lze vyuzit tzv. metodu grafické podoby
slova.

Pro spravny nacvik Ize pouzivat slova na kartickach a sestavovat z nich
celé véty. Soucasti jsou i karticky s interpunkénimi znaménky. V pfipadé chyby dojde rychle
k vyméné a zak vidi a vnimd vétu ve spravné podobé. Timto zplsobem lze vysvétlit i aplikaci
gramatickych pravidel, protoZe ndzornost pomoci pohybu karti¢ek pomaha lépe si pravidlo
zafixovat.

Barevné odliseni slovnich druht

Dalsi moznosti je metoda barevného odlieni slovnich druhi. UcCitel a Zaci si pevné
stanovi dvojice barva — slovni druh. Barevnost je tfeba dodrzovat. Napfiklad podstatna jména
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a zadjmena jsou modrd (zaménitelnost). Zvlastni zvyraznéni (barvu) si zaslouZi slovesa do a be,
ktera jsou z gramatického hlediska tzv. operatory — Zaci si pak Iépe zapamatuji jejich funkce.

Multisenzorialni pristup — MSL

Za multisenzoridlni pfistup je oznacovano spojeni komunikace s fyzickou namahou,
aktivitou. SoubéZné pouzivani oci (obrazky, psané vyrazy, barevné zdlraznéni apod.), usi
(poslech zvukové podoby slov), rukou (ukazuje, prace s kartickami) a rtQ (vyslovovani) pfi
vyuce aktivuje vSechny ¢innosti mozku v pribéhu vyuky.

Zaci se specifickymi poruchami uceni nejsou homogenni skupinou, jejich obtize
v jazykové vyuce se mohou individudlné velmi lisit. Zadani uloh by v idedlnim pripadé mélo
zohledniovat predevsim tyto individualni obtiZe, proto nelze vytvofit jednotnou variantu
prizplsobenou vsem.
